** Important Dates **  

Student Selection:  March 3, 2010 (This is the initial selection deadline for each school, but schools are 

encouraged to select students as soon as possible. After March 3
rd

, any open slots will be filled by students from 

waiting lists submitted by other schools.) 

Placement Assignments:  Students will be assigned to placements on a rolling basis, and the list of available 

placements will be updated regularly. 

Internship Dates:  Students must begin by June 1, 2010.  Students will set up their internship schedules 

individually, in consultation with their supervisors. 

Orientations:  Orientation training sessions of 3 hours will be held in three locations (Austin, Dallas and 

Houston) in April.  Each student must attend an orientation.  Dates will be finalized soon.
